We
had them packed in crates in every
nook and cranny. We will have to
accumulate our own crates, as
most shelters cannot afford to give
up what they have. We even used
cardboard boxes in an effort to get
them to a safer place. They were
all quite well behaved and grateful,

I think, to be adopted by waiting families.

We had a contact yesterday to move 30 puppies and 3 Labs to Ocala. Unfortunately, they
wanted us to have crates and we have not got to that yet.

It is a feel good moment, and we hope to continue lending a hand.

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Fly South Ladies!

Linda Langrill and Dot Hornsby lifted off from Runway 24 at the Midland Jack Barstow Airport
at 8:36 AM Monday, January 10, for destinations south. Mike Woodley and Dave Schmelzer
had graciously showed up that morning to help them get Dot’s Cessna 182 out of her hangar and
over the ice coated ramp. As per their IFR flight plan they were cleared to 12,000 feet; oxygen
tanks had been refilled before the trip. They quickly found themselves above the clouds catching
the ‘friendly’ tail winds. The smooth, sunny ride took them slightly east of Jackson, Michigan,
over the Dayton Airport, and then east of the Cincinnati Lunken Airport — only the moving map
on the GPS told them so as the clouds below didn’t have any ‘holes’. Some 3.2 hours later an
ILS (Instrument Landing System) approach brought them to runway 06 at the London-Corbin
Magee Field (KLOZ) — a ‘two-inches-of-snow’ covered runway greected them as they broke
through the clouds - the airport has no snow removal equipment. They were glad that they had
brought their winter coats and hats with them as they made their way through the brisk 17-degree
temperature to the Terminal Building.

Less than an hour later Dot and Linda were on their way with topped-off tanks of the $4.38 per
gallon aviation fuel and full stomachs from their ‘brown bag’ lunches! Linda flew this leg from
the right seat and ground speed increased for a short time to 169 nautical miles per hour — re 190
miles per hour — so, the decision was made to continue on to the Gainesville Regional Airport in
Florida (KGNV) instead of landing at the planned Valdosta, Georgia Airport. A visual landing
on Runway 29 was accomplished by Linda and then shortly after checking into the downtown
Holiday Inn the ‘two ladies’ were having dinner with Dot’s brother, Jim, and his wife, Charme,
at a restaurant in ‘Gator Country’!

With 6.4 hours of flying time behind them Lin-
da and Dot agreed to a ‘leisurely’ Tuesday
morning so take-off time was not accomplished
until 12:52 PM the next day. After circling
. Gainesville for pictures of the city and the Uni-

versity of Florida’s Football Stadium — ‘The
Swamp’- they took up a heading of 171 degrees
taking them over the interior of Florida. Even
though it was visual conditions this region of
Florida doesn’t have many interesting land-
marks — only the GPS told them they were with-
in sight of the destination Immokalee (KIMM)
Airport where Dot was to base her plane for a
few months. Since the ride had been short from Gainesville, they spent an additional half hour
circling the small town and the impressive Ave Maria University — a university and community
planned by Domino Pizza’s owner Tom Monaghan. Landing was accomplished on runway 36
after a total distance of approximately 1,100 nautical miles (1200 statute miles) and 8.7 hours of
flying time.

After tying the plane down and taking a taxi to Dot’s condominium in north Naples, they quickly
found themselves enjoying (gorging?) on delicious seafood dinners at Rodes Seafood Restaurant.
The next few days’ shared time together went by quickly with sleeping in, walks, shopping, and
lots of seafood before Linda flew back to Flint on AirTran to be met by one of the ‘guys’ who
had helped us get off from Midland —husband Mike!

From the Flight Surgeon — Dr. Greg Pinnell, MD

Happy New Year! Winter is in full swing and
- most of us are not flying as much as usual due
to inclement weather. This leads to skills de-
gradation, “rustiness” and the potential to be
overwhelmed by an untoward or emergency
situation while in the cockpit. Our mental
processing tends to slow down or even “lock
— up” when we are presented with new and un-
usual situations or more information than we can handle at one time. Need an example? Ever
notice when using a cell phone while driving you have a tendency to stop your conversation
when presented with a unusual situation or a car in front of you that does something you don’t
expect? A good way to keep safe when flying limited hours is strict adherence to checklists,
practicing emergency procedures and staying ahead of the aircraft. Mentally visualizing the next
phase of your flight and what could happen next will leave you better prepared to deal with un-
expected circumstances or even emergencies if they occur. Fly prepared and safe!
