From the Flight Surgeon — Dr. Greg Pinnell, MD

Ok, who turned winter on?? Boy it sure has turned
frigid and for those of us that utilize our aircraft over
the winter months the weather presents certain chal-
. lenges such as potential for low body temperature or
“hypothermia.” Just as many aircraft engines do not
' start well when cold, pilots do not perform as well
either when we are chilled. For example, exposed
body surfaces such as hands are prone to frostbite
when doing a good preflight. Cooling the body even
a few degrees can lead to severe shivering making
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manipulation of controls difficult. With further body cooling comes further performance drops
when outside for prolonged periods or in an aircraft with poor heating. Ultimately, with further
body cooling mental processes degrade which can lead to confusion, inability to think clearly
and stiffness in the muscles. The bottom line? Dress warmly in layers, do a preflight inside
whenever possible in cold weather, and consider hand warmers to keep your fingers safe and
supple. Fly warm and safe!

Safety Corner —John Sorg

Checklists are a staple of aviation training. They become second nature as we started learning to
fly and add additional ratings and endorsements. Unfortunately, as we become more comforta-
ble in the cockpit, this essential aid often becomes a crumpled, yellowed sheet relegated to the
seat pouch, carried only as a requirement. Checklists whether on paper or in electronic form are
a foundation of commercial flight procedures. Commercial aviation rigorous adherence to
checklists is one of the factors in its lower accident rate compared to GA aircraft. Few pilots op-
erating under Part 61 realize they can customize their checklist as long as the new list contains
what was in the original POH. Order and layout of the elements are up to the pilot. Operators of
experimental aircraft have even more leeway in configuring their checklists. A newer more pre-
ferable layout is by phases of flight rather than one lengthy list that involve everything from pref-
light to shutdown. My experimental checklist is broken down into segments and has been
“tweaked” over time. Making pencil corrections while in the plane and later incorporating the
change is a good way to try out and finalize your list.

o Preflight checks e Before take off
e Before engine start e Before landing
e Starting e Shutdown

So don’t let a poorly laid out checklist cause you to skip over it. Make your own within the
guidelines of the FAR’s and enjoy your flight with the confidence and safety of knowing you did
not miss an important step.
